Cell Phone Policy

We believe in the power of connection, creativity, and presence. To fully embrace the
experience, we encourage a screen-free environment where campers can immerse
themselves in the magic of storytelling and build lasting friendships.

In the case of an
emergency, caregivers can reach out to staff, who will ensure prompt communication.

Extra outfit (for kindergarten)
Medication
o Medication should be in a clear plastic bag that includes written instructions.
o Caregivers must complete all medical forms associated with camper
registration.

Due to the increased commonality of nut allergies, we ask that you refrain from
packing nut products for the safety of all our campers.

DO NOT Bring:
o Cell phones or other technology devices (laptops, iPads, gaming devices, etc.)
e Personal jewelry or treasured family items
o Weapons or toys depicting weapons
» Alcohol or tobacco products or items depicting alcohol or tobacco products
e Treats or food to share with the class

» Daily sessions include ensemble building activities, theater games, and arts and
crafts.

o All students take two 15-20-minute snack breaks throughout the day. These are
usually taken halfway through the morning and afternoon sessions.

* Depending on the weather, breaks and lunch will take place outside.

o Please park and enter the building to check in your student.

Afternoon Pick-Up

4:00-4:30PM

e Please park and enter the building to pick up your student.

o All caregivers should be prepared to show ID when picking up their student.

 All students must be picked up by 4:30PM. A $25 late fee will apply to all late
caregivers.

Late Drop-Off/Early Pick Up

o Please inform staff of any known late drop-offs and early pick-ups in advance by
emailing camps@alliancetheatre.org.

» When you arrive, call 404.733.4466. An Alliance team member will meet you to
escort your student into the building for a late drop-off or bring your student to you
for an early pick-up.

o Please allow 15 minutes for us to facilitate early pick-ups.
